Important Note: 

There are two separate buildings located on the Lutheranch property, the main McKanna-Sandrock Retreat 

Center and the smaller Holy Trinity House.  Follow the directions to the building housing your retreat/event 

since there is currently no road on the property directly connecting the two buildings.  

 

Directions to McKanna-Sandrock Retreat Center 

Navigating by GPS or mobile app?   

Enter the following GPS coordinates directly into your navigation system: 33.8030, -85.3023 

Do not enter “Lutheranch” into your navigation system.  It will route you to the Holy Trinity House. 

 

From Atlanta, GA (Approximately 1 hr from I-285 W): 

• Take I-20 West to GA-100 N in Haralson County (approx. 46 miles from I-285). 

• Take Exit 5 on GA-100 and turn Right to continue to the town of Tallapoosa (4.7 miles).    

• In downtown Tallapoosa, carefully follow signs to continue on GA-100 N.  

o Just prior to railroad tracks, turn Left on W. Alabama St. Take immediate Right on Head Ave to 

cross railroad tracks. Take immediate Left on E. Atlanta St. Take Right on Robertson Ave/GA-100. 

• Continue on GA-100 N for 3.4 miles. 

• Turn slight Left onto Salem Church Rd. 

• Go 0.8 miles and turn Left on St. James Way by Lutheranch sign.  

• Continue on gravel driveway. The McKanna-Sandrock Retreat Center will be on your left past the lake.  

 

From Birmingham, AL (Approximately 1 hr 40 min from city center): 

• Take I-20 East to GA-100 N in Haralson County (approx. 93 miles from downtown Birmingham). 

• Take Exit 5 on GA-100 and turn Left to continue to the town of Tallapoosa (4.7 miles).    

• In downtown Tallapoosa, carefully follow signs to continue on GA-100 N.  

o Just prior to railroad tracks, turn Left on W. Alabama St. Take immediate Right on Head Ave to 

cross railroad tracks. Take immediate Left on E. Atlanta St. Take Right on Robertson Ave/GA-100. 

• Continue on GA-100 N for 3.4 miles. 

• Turn slight Left onto Salem Church Rd. 

• Go 0.8 miles and turn Left on St. James Way by Lutheranch sign.  

• Continue on gravel driveway. The McKanna-Sandrock Retreat Center will be on your left past the lake.

Enter the following GPS coordinates directly into your navigation system: 33.8154, -85.3198 

Or enter the street address: 342 McGinnis Rd, Tallapoosa, GA 30176 

 

From Atlanta, GA (Approximately 1 hr 10 min from I-285 W): 

• Take I-20 West to GA-100 N in Haralson County (approx. 46 miles from I-285). 

• Take Exit 5 on GA-100 and turn Right to continue to the town of Tallapoosa (4.7 miles).    

• In downtown Tallapoosa, carefully follow signs to continue on GA-100 N.  

o Just prior to railroad tracks, turn Left on W. Alabama St. Take immediate Right on Head Ave to 

cross railroad tracks. Take immediate Left on E. Atlanta St. Take Right on Robertson Ave/GA-100. 

• Continue on GA-100 N for 5.1 miles. 

• Turn Left on Haralson County Scenic Byway/Poplar Springs Church Rd. 

• Go 0.7 miles and turn Left on Haralson County Scenic Byway.  

• Go 1.3 miles and turn Left on McGinnis Rd. 

• Follow McGinnis Rd for 0.6 miles until it ends at the entrance to Lutheranch/Holy Trinity House.  

 

From Birmingham, AL (Approximately 1 hr 50 min from city center): 

• Take I-20 East to GA-100 N in Haralson County (approx. 93 miles from downtown Birmingham). 

• Take Exit 5 on GA-100 and turn Left to continue to the town of Tallapoosa (4.7 miles).    

• In downtown Tallapoosa, carefully follow signs to continue on GA-100 N.  

o Just prior to railroad tracks, turn Left on W. Alabama St. Take immediate Right on Head Ave to 

cross railroad tracks. Take immediate Left on E. Atlanta St. Take Right on Robertson Ave/GA-100. 

• Continue on GA-100 N for 5.1 miles. 

• Turn Left on Haralson County Scenic Byway/Poplar Springs Church Rd. 

• Go 0.7 miles and turn Left on Haralson County Scenic Byway.  

• Go 1.3 miles and turn Left on McGinnis Rd. 

• Follow McGinnis Rd for 0.6 miles until it ends at the entrance to Lutheranch/Holy Trinity House.
